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Abstract

The motive of artistic expression is a latent energy that exists in the internal
system of the human being in general and the graduate student in the
Department of Art Education in particular, working to provoke him to
generate the idea of the topic that he implements within the requirements

of the subject of the artistic project through which he expresses himself or



the external environment surrounding him, which produces It satisfies a
specific need to achieve the idea of the topic expressing suffering, fear,
tension or emotions ... and others.

Based on the foregoing, the researcher touched on the problem of his study
through his experience in completing the artistic production at the
bachelor’s and master’s levels within the subject of the artistic project or
pictorial creation, the idea of the subject was born to him through his
knowledge of the artistic concepts of postmodern arts and their reflection
on the students' products, as well as informing him of previous scientific
studies and research that dealt with these concepts in their topics, those
reasons motivated the researcher to apply a test prepared to measure the
motivation of expression among postgraduate students — the master’s stage,
with the aim of identifying the level of this variable in motivating students
to complete their artistic productions according to the modern artistic
concepts of postmodern arts, The study problem was based on answering
the following questions:-

- What is the level of motivation of artistic expression among graduate
students in completing their artistic productions within the subject
of the practical project?

- Is there a correlation between the outputs of graduate students in the
Department of Art Education and the concepts of postmodern art?

- What is the impact of postmodern concepts on the skills of graduate

students in implementing their artistic productions?

The current study aims at:
- Recognizing the motivation of artistic expression among graduate

students in the Department of Art Education.



- Revealing the motivation of artistic expression in the products of
graduate students, the Department of Art Education, according to the

concepts of postmodernism.

The community of current study is one of the artistic productions
implemented by graduate students - master’s stage in the Department of
Art Education / College of Fine Arts - University of Baghdad for the
academic year (2020-2021), which number (54) artistic products in the
field of drawing, completed by (18) male and female students with an
average of three outputs per student over the course of the semester in the
drawing studio subject, to achieve the purpose of the study aims , a sample
of artistic productions that are characterized by their orientation towards
the artistic schools of modernity was selected by a group of experts, and
(16) artistic products were identified by the intentional method, which
constituted (30%) of the artistic productions accomplished by postgraduate
students - master’s stage in Department of Art Education for the academic
year 2020-2021 in the subject of the drawing studio within the program of
preparing them to obtain a master’s degree in art education, who were
identified in the study sample, as these outputs were implemented
according to the concepts of postmodernism.

A test was built to measure motivation consisting of (30 ) a paragraph, and
a form was also designed to analyze the sample models of the technical
products for postgraduate students - masters - the Department of Art
Education, the researcher used statistical methods to process the data
obtained from the study sample.

The most important findings of the study are:

1. The artistic treatments of the elements of the artistic production formed
a presence that appeared in the sizes, spaces and shapes, which generated
a diversity of methods and techniques shown by the sample models.



2. The diversity of lines and their treatments within the space of the
painting space formed a sensory dimension that created a type of
motivation to express balance and harmony between the elements of
artistic production through the process of awakening the emotional energy
by focusing directly to work with the artistic side in order to satisfy a need.
3. The technique created a kinetic aspect that tends to be absurd in showing
the elements, which created the process of stimulating free play for the
purpose of creating spaces and shedding color to form a chromatic intensity
in the shapes, depending on the motive of expression by technical and
stylistic performance.

The most important conclusions are:

1. The artistic productions carried out by postgraduate students in the
Department of Art Education are based on the contents of modernity, with
its idea, style and technique whose reflections are clear in the motivation
of artistic expression.

2. The art education student’s dependence on lines, shapes and colors in
technical treatments to produce the idea of work through the use of various
tools and oil and acrylic colors.

3. Motivation is an important factor that interacts with the determinants of
the individual to affect the performance behavior that he shows in life or
social situations and others, as it represents the force that motivates and

motivates him to perform his work.
