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Abstract

The current research aims to identify (the effectiveness of using an intelligence strategy based on multiple intelligences in the achievement and retention in the English language).

In order to verify the objective of the research, the researcher put the following hypothesis:

There was no statistically significant difference in the level of (0.05) between the average score of the students of the experimental group who studied the English language according to the educational strategy based on multiple intelligences and the average score of the control group students who studied the same subject according to the traditional method in the post-achievement test.

In order to verify the validity of this hypothesis, the researcher adopted the experimental method of partial control of two groups with post-test to achieve an English language. The sample of the research was fourth-grader who were nursing of preparatory school in one of the public schools for girls of the Directorate General of Maysan for the academic year 2017-2018.  The sample consisted of (62) students distributed in two parts, one of  them which is represented the experimental group with (31) students studied the English language according to an educational strategy based on multiple intelligences and the other represented the control group with (31) students who studied the same subject according to the traditional method. The researcher put  (68) behavioral goals were distributed at the five levels of Bloom's classification in the field of knowledge (Memorization, understanding, application, analysis, composition) to the contents of the fourth and fifth units of the English language book for the fourth grade of nursing preparatory school for girls.

The researcher built the research tool, which consists of (40) items, (25) of them which are objective of the type of multiple choice with the four alternatives that measure the first three levels of Bloom's classification of  (memory, understanding, application) and (15) items that measure (analyzing and composition). The test is implemented in the end of the experiment during the second semester which it started on Tuesday 20/02/2018 and ended on Monday 7/05/2018.  The researcher adopted the t-test for two independent samples and the appropriate statistical methods in the current research procedures using the statistical bag (SPSS). The result showed:

There was a statistically significant difference at (0.05) between the average scores of the experimental group and the average score of the control group students in the post-test and for the experimental group.

Based on the research findings, the researcher reached the following conclusions:

1. The use of an educational strategy based on multiple intelligences in the teaching of the English language for the fourth grade preparatory in the current study has had a clear effect in raising the level of academic achievement of female students.

2. The use of an educational strategy based on multiple intelligences helps to consolidate knowledge in the minds of students and retain English information as long as possible.

3. A based learning strategy on multiple intelligences provides the teacher with immediate feedback on the extent to which students understand the ideas and concepts presented in the lesson.

4. The use of educational strategy based on multiple intelligences helps to attract the attention of students through the presentation of different visual means, which in turn eliminates boredom and inactivity and provides satisfaction.

In the light of the results, the researcher recommended a number of recommendations, including:

1. Introduction of the strategy of multiple intelligences within the vocabulary of curricula and general teaching methods in nursing institutes.

2. Use of the strategy of multiple intelligences in teaching English language, for its importance in raising the level of student achievement.

3. Prepare a guide for the teacher in the light of theories of multiple intelligences.

4. The researcher suggested the following points:

5. Conduct a similar study of the current research on other stages of study in English.

6. Conduct a study to see the impact of educational strategy based on multiple intelligences in other dependent variables such as motivation, retention of information, trend towards material, reflective thinking, visual thinking.

7. The effectiveness of a strategy based on multiple intelligences in the development of the skills of the knowledge of university students.
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
